In 2016, he won the prestigious “Picture of the Year’
award for capturing the drama among the ruins of the war in Aleppo,
Syria. After 33 years in journalism (NTB, Dagbladet, and Dagens
Neaeringsliv), he said farewell to the latter last year to fully dedicate
himself to his ocean projects as a visual artist, lecturer, and advisor.

Jury’s comment: The judging of this year's entries revealed a
consistently high technical and artistic level across all classes.We
wish to highlight the masterful use of lighting to create both drama
and balance, as well as the creative utilization of the water surface,
where reflections and refractions effectively divide the subject and
enhance the mood.

The photographers demonstrated great skill in composition and
creative use of perspective — from unique close-ups to effective
over/under solutions — and the selection successfully balances
action-packed moments with subjects characterized by deep
tranquility and timelessness.
